The Letter to the Colossians—Part 2

Paul found himself imprisoned for his faith when
he wrote his letter to the Colossians. In spite of
these circumstances he could encourage them to
live for Christ in everything: And whatever you
do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the
name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the
Father through him (3:17). Paul affirmed Christ's
supremacy and sufficiency in all things to help
them grapple with the challenges of false
teaching and reverting to their old ways of
living. His words to the Colossians come alive to
us today as we consider the difficult challenges
and choices Christians face to live daily in Jesus'
name. This course will have homework assigned
from a study guide (Colossians and Philemon
LifeChange Series by Navigators) for the off-
weeks. New students are welcome.
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“Faith on Trial” is the title of this 12-week study.

The purpose of the study is to give students an
introduction to the information that they need to
defend their faith. Topics of the study include: Is
there a God? Is Jesus Christ God? Did Jesus
Christ rise from the dead? Is the Bible reliable? Is
the Bible God's word? Does archaeology show the
reliability of the Bible? Was there a worldwide
flood? Are science and scripture in conflict?
Creation or Evolution? Is Christianity different
from other religion?
