Paul found himself imprisoned for his faith
when he wrote his letter to the Colossians. In
spite of these circumstances he could
encourage them to live for Christ in everything:

(3:17). Paul affirmed Christ’s supremacy and
sufficiency in all things to help them grapple
with the challenges of false teaching and
reverting to their old ways of living. His words
to the Colossians come alive to us today as we
consider the difficult challenges and choices
Christians face to live daily in Jesus’ name.
