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The Prophet Ezekiel was brought out by the
Spirit of the LORD and set in the middle of a
valley full of very dry bones (Ezekiel 37).
Those dry bones represented the whole house
of Israel who had been taken away and
scattered among the lands. The LORD
commanded Ezekiel to “Prophesy to these
bones and say to them, ‘Dry bones, hear the
word of the LORD! This is what the
Sovereign LORD says to these bones: I will
make breath enter you, and you will come to
life...... Then you will know that I am the
LORD.” (37:4, 6) As Ezekiel prophesied he
saw breath entering the dry bones. They
came to life and stood up on their feet as a
vast army.

The resurrection of the dry bones contained a
simple message: the dead nation of Israel
would one day be revived and return to their
own land. This vision brings us hope as well:
each Christian can be revived spiritually and
become a soldier of God; and each church in
different eras can be awoken from their deep
sleep and become the army of the Lord.

As we see from this passage the revival of dry
bones came from the word of the Lord. God
continues to speak to His people so there is
always hope in Him even in the worst
circumstance. The vision of dry bones is not
only for Ezekiel but also a reminder to us of
the continuous miracle of revival in His
church.

Our church will hold a revival meeting in the
evenings on 3/27 and 3/28. We will listen to
the word of the Lord together as He speaks to
us through His servant. May God’s word
revive us spiritually that together may we
become a great army of the Lord.
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
