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Most Christians are familiar with the Great
Commission: “Go and make disciples of all
nations.” But I believe that a lot of churches are
not doing it. They are doing: “Go and make
church members of all nations.” While we put
much emphasis on personal connections: “I
want to make close friends,” “I'd like to be able
to count on people, just like family,” we may
attract many people to church but small group is
left ONLY to fellowship. People just hang out,
eat and fellowship. But the only growth we
usually get from it is in our waist.

As small group pastor of CBMC, it’s my mission
to balancing purposes in small-group life. And
one of the small-group life purposes is to make
disciples. Every healthy small group should help
people grow and everyone in the group should
be responsible to build a disciples-making group.
To build such a small group, here are the two of
many things that we all can do -

First, to build a disciples-making group, we need
to be honest. If we want the group to help us
with a particular sin habit or weakness, we
should be able to talk about that and ask others
in the group for help. Is your group honest to
each other?

Second, to build a disciples-making group, we
need to open up the Scriptures and apply them
to day-to-day life. Small group is one of the few
places where application can be discussed
openly, practiced, reminded and encouraged.
Does your group help you to understand and
apply the Scriptures?

May God bless every small group in CBMC
become a disciples-making small group.
